Many times, we have seen our sisters working gesbréo save the life of our brothers living arowrsd

We have seen them smiling with satisfaction wheniewveas possible for them to restore patientsstalth;

we have seen them sad and worried when they wenpelied to send a patient to hospital or when
somebody died. However, we had never seen thenusl discouraged, disappointed and sad as when they
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were before the case of OLAITAN, a baby five daelgs whose life they had struggled to save witltreglr
might.

We want to share with you this experience, sodtatf you, our friends, may understand the realftgur
country and may come to the rescue with your prayer

We live in a prevalently Muslim area, but everydagny pseudo-Christian churches or sects sproukeip |
mushrooms. At the basis of all these churcheseatd #here is the desire and need of our peoplayoand

to celebrate the Lord according to their own caltdeelings, using the native language and thel loca
resources. Speaking with them, we have come to kimat they are organised with the same systelimeas t
family clan. They have a great mother whom thel/"8aimmy" in the modern language" and a father,
called "Daddy". In some sects they are called pastioevangelists, but the organising structurgvigys
that of the extended African family.

People submit all their problems to the head (padexldy or mummy) who decides how to face and to
solve them. This happens also in the case of diswadeath. It is the pastor or the Mummy who decit]

and when, to go to hospital and how long to rentfagme. Whatever the diagnosis or the treatmers, it
always up to them to approve them or not. Genethlyhead is among those who accompany the piient
the hospital and the entire clan shoulders thessacgexpenses.

Not long ago, they took a dead baby to our clithie floctor and the nurses could not but statdttbdiaby
was dead): when we informed the pastor, he satdthbababy had not died, but was sleeping. He then
ordered to take it back to the mountain. We neamrecto know what happened after that.

Many of these sects, near the church, have a shmatl where the women go to deliver their babidsw,
here is the case of little OLAITAN, five days oltho was taken to our clinic on May™2006.

An evangelist woman had assisted the delivery efytitung mother, 26 years old, but evidently, she wa
neither a nurse nor a midwife. It followed thance the woman had not assisted the delivery with
competence, the baby had developed an infectiawény short time.

They told us that the baby was the third begotten the only male baby and was very beautiful. tifet
sisters were shocked at the simple act of lookintg @wollen and smelling body. Despite this, sisters
tried their best to save the child, assisting imt@nruptedly the whole night, but all in vain. Tiheby died the
following day, on Monday, May 15.

The great sorrow of our sisters was for the deithecbaby, but above all for the negligence, ignoe and
deceit of the evangelist woman that had causedehi. It is sad to realise and to say that casethis are
common and frequent.

Not long ago an aged man, 70 years old, was takeuartclinic. From the tests and the doctor's nespowe
realised that it was necessary to take him to tadgpgently, if we wanted to save him. We infornmesison
who, in his turn, informed the Pastor, present apba people who had accompanied the patient.

For unknown reasons, the pastor decided that thenah had not to be cured. In fact, they took homéa
and died the following day. Many more cases likedne quite frequent.

The urgent question for us is to find out the wéyhelping our people understand the importance of
medicines and of treatments, without for this ftingg the Lord.

Our popular saying "If you think that educatiotos expensive, experience ignorance" keeps on biegam
reality. Ignorance and lack of means for educatrerkilling our people. We need new men like Stnibic
for our times! Do help us with your prayer, so tivat may never stop preaching the true doctrinevand
may know how to face the challenges without gettisgouraged.

Do go on praying for our country. Thank you.
