The PBK (Pro children in Kabul) Centre has completed its one year service with the
developmentally delayed children in Kabul. We thank all our well wishers who pray for us and
help us in various ways, and all those who have remembered us either through e-mails or phone
calls.

On 1* June we celebrated the 1¥ anniversary of the inauguration of our centre combined with the
International children’s day. We invited the parents to see the activities of their children as the
fruit of one year of hard work. Beautiful invitation cards were prepared by hand and given to the
parents who daily come to drop and to pick up their children. For us it was a good opportunity to
motivate them for the programme and make them aware of the value and place of their special
children in the family. In order to involve them more actively, we asked them to buy special
clothes for their children: afghani dress for the girls and the school uniform for the boys, a thing
that they did very happily.

For the occasion, the centre was decorated with multi coloured flags and posters, specially one
poster was more prominent because it was prepared with the photos of the 18 children who so far
have passed through our centre. The parents were delighted to see them.

Tents were also put up to protect the parents and the children from the very hot sunny day.

The programme was at 9.00 am. The Parents with their children were supposed to arrive at 8.30
am. To our surprise, all the parents were in time except one, who came a bit late. Mr. Luigi, our
chief guest with Miss Parveen Azimi from the ministry of education also arrived in time. The
programme started with the introduction in both languages: English and Dari. One year activities
of the centre were mentioned in a very clear and precise way, along with the purpose of the
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International Children’s Day. It was also said that our centre is a place for the children with
special needs. If the parents accept the disable child positively, it will have a good effect on the
family members. After the introduction, the play ground was given in the hands of the children
who were looking very elegant with red and white caps in their proper dress. With much
confidence they sang a welcome song and the children’s anthem. They presented drill exercises
and a tableau as well. They all took part in various competitive games, in which some lost and
some were the winners, but for us all were the winners, because they all had worked very hard
according to their abilities. So they all were awarded with prizes. Since it was the International
Children’s Day other small children came with their parents and they too were given small gifts.
At the end of the programme Mr. Luigi, Miss Parveen and one of the parents expressed their
impressions about the activities in the centre and about the impossibility of celebrating the
children’s day. They were quite surprised to see that mentally delayed children also could
memorize something and perform everything with confidence. After this all were invited enter
and see the centre. The guests were very happy to see the clean classrooms well equipped with
educational material. After this, at 11.30, a delicious Afghani lunch was served. The parents and
all those present were very happy to be part of the celebration. The children themselves enjoyed it
a lot. Next day, when they came to the centre, they asked if they would celebrate again next
Friday again the children’s day on the coming Friday, but some said that it would be celebrated
every Friday. We thank the Lord who helps our community to be a sign of His presence through
this service with the children.
